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“You never know what to expect in the 

wilderness!” July 24, a powerful summer shower 

caused a debris flow out of Lake Creek on the upper 
Middle Fork/Salmon. Tons of earth and hundreds of 

logs blocked the Middle Fork. The river broke through 
the dam, and dozens of logs floated down river and 

clogged Pistol Creek Rapid. Our July 24-29 trip was 
camped just upstream. After the trip and office 

exchanged satellite phone messages, the trip 
camped a 2

nd
 night in their first night’s campsite. July 

26, the group hiked downstream to Pistol Creek 
Ranch & Airfield. In the meantime, HRE flew a 

complete second set of boats, food, camp, kitchen 
gear, etc. to Flying B Ranch. The guides and guests 

boarded McCall Air backcountry airplanes and flew 

downstream from Pistol Creek to Flying B. At Flying 
B, Hughes guides had set up a complete river camp 

(kitchen, tents, tables, chairs, pork chops on the 
grill…) and everyone enjoyed a comfortable night.  

July 27, the trip continued down the river on 
schedule.  After the US Forest Service cleared the 

logjam from Pistol Creek Rapid, another Hughes 
crew floated the stranded boats down river. Our 

guests were “terrific”. They enjoyed the unique 
adventure and saw nature in action. The debris flow 

boulders at the mouth of Lake Creek should provide a 
lesson in “rapid building”. We can’t wait to see what
